Just Onelife : Uganda Trip 2011

A brief overview of the trip

Over the past two years Onelife have hosted conferences in Uganda. We have had an incredible time of resourcing and encouraging over 600 Ugandan pastors. Our trips have included a number of visits to churches, the conferences themselves and visiting a number of projects set up to support the people of Uganda, many of whom live in real poverty. It has proved to be a life-changing time for the teams who went with us, and as a result we have established ‘Just Onelife’, a Onelife initiative designed to give young leaders an experience of cross cultural mission and leadership, whilst exposing them to the issues of poverty and injustice that much of the world faces. This broadens the experience of young leaders from the UK and enables them to carry a heart for justice in their locality.

In 2011we will be hosting 2 conferences in Uganda, one in the west at Kasese in conjunction with ‘An African Dream’, and one in the east at Mbale in conjunction with ‘Jenga’. Working with local charities will ensure that all we do is appropriate to the setting and ongoing work in that area, whilst Tearfund will be providing us with expertise and advice in making the most of taking teams to Uganda. 

Kasese is a rural area in the Ruenzori mountains. We have developed relationship with a network of over 50 churches who benefit from such a conference. Whilst working in this area we will host the conference, do an open air testimony night to bring the gospel to the local people, minister in a number of churches and visit St Marks School where we will support the ongoing work of educating orphans. On our day off we will also have the chance to go on Safari though this may incur an extra cost.
Mbale is a more built up area near Mt. Elgon. Jenga is a well established charity working on a number of projects (check out their website www.jengauganda.org). Our visit will also include hosting the conference, visiting local churches one of which the Conference of ’08 raised money to build, visiting a number of Jenga projects including water and goat projects and street children’s groups, as well as spending time in the Namatala slum. Our day off will be in beautiful Jinja the source of the River Nile, a place that typifies why Uganda is known as “The Pearl of Africa”. Depending on flight departures we may see something of Kampala too.
When do we intend to go?

The trip will leave between probably the14/15th July 2011, and return 31st/1st August. The flexibility on dates is because we have not yet confirmed flights, and cannot do this until the team is signed up.
What other commitments will I have?

Apart from being available for the trip, it will be essential that you come for an orientation meeting to prepare for the trip. This will be on Saturday 7th May 1pm at St Andrews Church, Chorleywood. We will spend the rest of the day together, have an evening meal and finish by 9pm. You will be given more information (including policy documents and kit lists) and be introduced to the issues surrounding cross cultural mission and leadership. If you need accommodation for the Saturday night we can arrange this for you. If you are unable to come to this meeting then please be in touch as soon as possible.

You will be given other details of what you need to do, but so you are aware of what will need to happen here are some of the things that you will need to arrange:
1 – Vaccinations through your local GP. This includes getting your chosen course of Malaria tablets.
2 – Bringing your Passport to the orientation day with £25 in cash so that we can arrange a visa for you.

3 – If you are over 18, providing a photocopy of your CRB check or applying for one through Tearfund as soon as possible.

4 – Raising the money that you will need to pay for the trip (see the information below). 
5 – Writing a paper/short essay ( about 500 words)  on your reflections of how the trip subsequently will affect both your life and the way you lead.
How much will it cost?


The entire cost of the trip will be £1350.
To break down this cost approximately: flights will be in the region of £750. In country transport contribution £100. Tearfund costs and Insurance £130. Accommodation £200. Food £120; Administration £60.
You will then need to pay for your own vaccinations (varies depending on your GP but could be up to about £130, or as little as £30), your visa (£25), any spending money that you take (we would suggest that you will not need more than £100).
Where will the money come from? 
You will be responsible for funding the trip. In the past people have participated in sponsored events as a means of raising awareness and financial support for their trip. You could sign up for an arranged event (like a run of some kind) or set yourself a challenge that will capture other people’s imagination and support! Many churches are keen to support trips of this nature, so it would be advisable to approach your home church who may offer some help.  We can resource you with photos and DVDs of previous African trips and send you a ‘help sheet’ of ideas if you need assistance in either of those ways.
The process for Payment

A £100 deposit is required with your application form. We will then expect a further payment of £600 by March 1st 2011. The outstanding amount (£650) will be payable by June 1st. If it is possible for you to pay the entire amount earlier it would really help our cash flow, and would mean that you don’t need to remember to get cheques to us on these dates, however we recognise that for some it will be a process of raising money and so the full amount will only be achieved as time goes by!

What should I do now?

If you are would like to come with us to Uganda then let us know asap. You will need to return the application form with a non-refundable deposit of £100. There are limited places so once we have filled the trip with successful applicants we will not be able to take any late comers. Your application does not guarantee your place on the trip as Onelife reserve the right to deny your application if they feel that it would not be appropriate to take you to Uganda at this time. We will not cash your deposit if this is the case. Once your application is received by us, it will be copied and sent to Tearfund who will process it as indicated on their website. Do look at their website and the details of the Transform Programme as we work closely with them in all the procedures necessary to fully cover you.  We will then be back in touch as necessary.
