What is the Challenge?

When is it?

How does it work?

Before the weekend everyone pledges how far they are going to cover so that we can keep a running total on how well we are doing. Go as far as you think you can! Get as many sponsors as possible! We need everyone to do as much as they can get round the UK!

What is the vision behind it?

A couple of years ago, the Centre for Social Justice published a report, Breakdown Britain, and in almost every international league table of wellbeing, the UK came bottom or close to the bottom. British teenagers drink more, learn less and are more likely to suffer from mental illness. Anyone doubting that Britain is broken need only look at rising numbers of ASBOs and young offenders, or hear increasingly regular stories of violent crime.
